The ‘all heroes’ are:

Of the 100 pairs to be released, 15 super-limited pairs will be packaged in NZ-made, collector’s edition metal boxes and will retail for NZD$280 (only available to buy in-store, not online).  The first 15 customers into Qubic Store on Friday 23rd will have the chance to buy these uniquely packaged items.  The 85 remaining pairs will have an RRP of NZD$220.

Every pair of the ‘all heroes’ Campus 80’s sneakers comes with a double-pack of playing cards, with special limited run gold foil cards slipped into random packs.  The playing cards will also be given away with every adidas purchase in Qubic Store throughout September and October 2011, or until stocks last.  The playing cards can also be purchased in-store.
