The technology is tested extensively in an environmental chamber that can be adapted to replicate various weather conditions, using equipment such as a wind tunnel and UV lights. The effect of each weather condition can then be analysed using a thermal imaging camera to create a 3D body heat map, identifying the priority zones for ClimaCool™ technology. 

Udo Mueller, Head of Technical Marketing Innovation at adidas, said: “It might sound strange but sweat is an athlete’s best friend because it helps cool them down. If a garment gets heavy and soaked full of moisture, the cooling process won’t work, so ClimaCool™ uses the lightest possible fabrics and strategically placed ventilation zones to help every athlete stay cool whatever their sport.” 
And just in case London’s weather becomes somewhat unpredictable, the 2012 ClimaCool™ range will incorporate waterproof elements, with the presentation suits for the podium featuring a hood and water-resistant panels for the first time. The archery and rowing jackets will also be fully waterproof.
