Stella McCartney comments "The inspiration for the Villagewear collection was to create a more relaxed kit that remained stylish yet comfortable for the athletes. It was also important to unify the team, as the one piece of information that really stuck with me when I talked to the athletes about this project, was how they want to feel as a team in the Village, to feel like they are one voice and one nation.” 

Although the technical requirements of this kit were not as stringent to that of the competition wear, there were still a lot of requirements.  New silhouettes were created and Stella worked with specific feedback and requests from the athletes to make the collection work for a wide variety of body types and therefore cater to all the athletes.
The Villagewear collection includes head to toe outfits featuring t-shirts, joggers, hoodies and leggings each emblazoned with the iconic print. The stylish but comfortable pieces ensure that the athletes are able to relax whilst still looking professional, catering to all body types with their practical but sophisticated designs. 

The collection will be available in retailers from 21st May 2012.

Never before has a team had such a unique identity and such a range of apparel. The British athletes for London 2012 will receive the most comprehensive range of kit that’s ever been supplied to a national team. The ultimate kit bag will include performance wear, presentation suit, training wear, village wear, accessories and footwear. adidas will be kitting out 900 British Olympic and Paralympic athletes across 46 sports.
