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adidas London 2012 Olympic Games Apparel Innovation 
FACT SHEET

Working closely with athletes from archery to weightlifting, 
adidas outfits more than 3,000 athletes at the London 2012 Olympic and Paralympic Games in some of the most innovative performance apparel in the world.
Aquatics – Swimming, Synchronised Swimming, Diving

Swimmers competing in London wear adidas’ hydrofoil suits made from lightweight fabric and an industry-leading hydrophobic finish that reduces drag.  For additional comfort the suits feature bonded seams and a tight fit to prevent chaffing. The adizero gld2o is the lightest swimsuit adidas has ever produced and tests show it helps increase speed by two percent.
The London 2012 women’s diving suit includes Polyamide, which is 100 percent recycled.
 
Archery
Integrated protective fabrics in the chest and sleeve of the archery shirt ensure it doesn’t snag against the bow. The protective fabric incorporates adidas’ DEFLEXION technology on the forearms, which provides flexible protection without compromising function and comfort.  A panel at the back of the neck offers protection from the sun.  Archers wear the first fully seam-sealed and breathable waterproof rain jacket, allowing for movement and flexibility with a detachable hood and sleeves.
Track & Field 

The ClimaCool Dassler Fitted Singlet for track & field athletes is made from reactive fibers that work with the body’s natural climate control to enhance breathability.  Breathable TECHFIT PowerWEB technology helps to enhance speed and better posture. 
Badminton 
adidas badminton apparel helps athletes feel faster with lightweight material and a Formotion cut for freedom of movement.  The badminton shirt features ClimaCool with mesh inserts in sweat zones that keeps players cool indoors.  Badminton shorts, made with a lightweight Japanese fabric, are 30 percent lighter than previous versions.
Basketball

adidas’ basketball apparel features TECHFIT PowerWEB along the players’ core, which helps ensure powerful vertical leaps. The basketball shirt features lightweight padding that mimics muscle fibers for natural movement and maximum protection.  To help the athletes deal with indoor conditions, the shirt incorporates adidas’ ClimaCool technology to prevent excessive sweating.
Boxing
2012 marks the first time women compete in boxing at the Olympics. Women’s boxing apparel features elastic silicon tape inside the singlet, which helps keep the jersey in place.  With TECHFIT PowerWEB technology, boxing apparel features special TPU panels that support muscles to amplify explosive movements. ClimaCool fabric quickly wicks away sweat.

Beach Volleyball

Constructed out of high quality sustainable fabrics, the women’s two piece, men’s singlet and shorts incorporate specially placed mesh inserts designed to keep beach volleyball players cool under the summer sun.
Canoeing/Kayaking – Slalom, Sprint
adidas’ athletes have canoe specific apparel for the first time in London 2012, designed for multi-direction motions with lightweight, aerodynamic fabrics.  The canoeing and kayaking suits with ClimaCool technology have wide arm holes for freedom of movement and an anti-slip area at the bottom to reduce body movement. 
 
Cycling – BMX, Mountain Biking, Road, Track

adidas cycling apparel features an optimized cut to provide one of the fastest suits available on the Olympic track. Suits fit like a second skin that is lightweight and moveable. 

 

Fencing

The fencing suit is made from a high-tensile fiber that is also used in bullet-proof jackets. The material is antibacterial and features adidas’ ClimaCool technology.
Soccer
Compression and ClimaCool technology in adidas soccer apparel help increase blood flow, decrease muscle vibration, increase posture and keep cool.
Gymnastics – Artistic, Trampolining, Rhythmic
For the first time, male gymnasts wear TECHFIT PowerWEB technology that helps improve posture.  All gymnastics leotards feature breathable ClimaCool technology and unique four-way stretch materials for a variety of movements. The suits also have a patented fit technology that prevents them from riding up.  
 
Handball

adidas handball apparel features ClimaCool 3D-engineered Formotion to ensure athletes have a wide range of movement that’s not restricted at the shoulders.    
Hockey

adidas hockey apparel features 3D-engineered Formotion that allows natural movement. TECHFIT PowerWEB placement supports lower back muscles.  adidas also provides a range of hockey sticks featuring adiGrip, DUALROD and Touch Compound technologies.  

DUALROD technology features two carbon rods formed into the shaft. Each carbon rod is filled with foam for shock absorption and each rod is carefully placed in the stick to ensure all power generated is captured and returned.
Touch Compound technology is designed to help control the ball for passing, flicking and receiving and supports the contact area between the hook and ball for greater accuracy and power.

 
Judo
With a unique mix of polyester and cotton fabric, adidas judo apparel offers resistance to counteract high-impact. 
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Rowing
adidas’ innovative water-proof warm up jacket features flexibility across the shoulders and upper arm for freedom of movement.  The jacket is made of super-stretch Neoprene fabric on the lower arms and lower body and is tight fitting with an adjustable belt.  Because rowers travel backward, seams have been moved to the front to create an aerodynamic surface. The suit has wind-resistant serrated fabric on the back and mesh at the front for better ventilation with ClimaCool.

 
Sailing

The lightweight performance seamless body base layer is knitted with a Primaloft, polypropelene and merino wool fiber.  The hybrid top is the first performance mid-layer of its kind and is designed specifically to layer under a wetsuit and features a Neoprene sleeve and shoulder layer. A brushed-backed polyester body suit provides warmth and breathability without creating unnecessary layers.
Table Tennis
adidas’ table tennis TECHFIT PowerWEB shirt with ClimaCool technology is 10 percent lighter than the existing high-performance range and lets athletes move with agility and speed.

 
Taekwondo

The use of lightweight materials such as ECO-EVER helps make the taekwondo apparel faster, while ClimaCool technology keeps athletes cool in sensitive zones such as at the shoulders. The ‘dobok’ includes 100 percent recyclable polyester.

 

Tennis

The Formotion cut shirt is specially designed to accommodate rotational and lateral movements. Specially placed mesh at the top half of the back and between the shoulders allow for better ventilation.
Triathlon
adidas has two triathlon suits designed for any weather condition.  The Tri Suit Warm Water is used in warm weather conditions when wetsuits are not allowed.  This quick-drying suit is both aerodynamic and hydrodynamic, ensuring the athlete glides through the water.  In colder conditions, athletes wear the Tri Suit Cold Water, which features zoned compression across core muscles and upper legs.
 
Volleyball

The lightweight volleyball jersey for the indoor event features seamless technology for less skin irritation during quick motions like diving or getting ready for the next attack, allowing the athlete to move quicker, jump higher and block harder.   

Weightlifting
adidas TECHFIT PowerWEB weightlifting apparel, developed with Olympic Champion Matthias Steiner, features anti-slip Kevlar fabric and helps enhance power and improve stability and posture.  The suit also features abrasion-resistant reinforced fabric, providing speed and durability against friction from weightlifting bars.

 
Wrestling

adidas wrestling TECHFIT PowerWEB suits feature a knit structure that actively pulls sweat away from the skin and pushes it to the surface for evaporation.  
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
