· The new adidas Element Voyager has only 12 parts compared to 30 in an average running shoe – a 60% decrease in the number of parts and 500g less waste per shoe.
· With 95% pattern efficiency, the Element Voyager is down to 5% waste. 

· 100% of the Element Voyager is made with environmentally preferred materials, i.e. all materials of the shoe contain recycled content. 

· In clothing, adidas produces a full active-wear line featuring t-shirts, tanks, tights, skirts and shorts with 95% pattern efficiency (only 5% waste).
