Brussels, 12 April 2016. 

This Tuesday, MEPs approved a report on teaching EU at all educational level across Europe (schools, universities, lifelong institutions...) With the inclusion of a European dimension in school programs, the EP rapporteur, Damian Draghici wants to enable children to critically reflect on European matters and fight Euroscepticism which is too often based on a lack of knoweledge. This could be achieved by implementing a common educational framework focusing on curricula, training, teaching methods, mobility, research and the use of new technologies.

In order to test the water, S&D MEP Hugues Bayet visited a class of students at the Notre-Dame de Bellevue secondary school in Dinant. This group, under the direction of their geography teacher, has spent several weeks being initiated into the mysteries of EU legislation.

Most of the schools have cursus and line and it’s therefore easy to update them with a European chapter. But the most important thing in our report is that young people really need to know what are their European rights, responsibilities and citizenship”.

7. EP RAPPORTEUR ON LEARNING EU AT SCHOOL, DAMIAN DRAGHICI SAYING (ROMANIAN):

« I believe that it is very important to learn about the European culture in schools. First of all, based on a recent Eurobarometer, 71% of people aren't informed, as European citizens, 44% feel that they don't know how the European Union works and 52% say that their voice isn't listened to in the European Union. I do believe that this report will be of very much help for the citizens to know their rights, their history and their responsibilities ».
