VO: ALTHOUGH MULTIPLE STUDIES OVER THE PAST 15 YEARS HAVE SHOWN NO LINK BETWEEN THE MEASLES-MUMPS-RUBELLA VACCINE AND AUTISM SPECTRUM DISORDERS, MANY CONTINUE TO ASSOCIATE THE VACCINE WITH AUTISM. “We found that parents who have a child with an autism spectrum disorder already are vaccinating about 10 percent less than the parents of children who have unaffected siblings.”

THESE CHILDREN ALL HAD AN OLDER SIBLING ENROLLED IN THE PLAN. THE STUDY APPEARS IN JAMA, JOURNAL OF THE AMERICAN MEDICAL ASSOCIATION.
“There was no evidence of a harmful association between the MMR vaccine and the development of autism spectrum disorders. This was true even among those children who had a sibling with an autism spectrum disorder.”
