THE NUMBER OF BABIES BORN WITH P-P-H-N WERE COMPARED IN EACH GROUP.THE STUDY APPEARS IN JAMA, JOURNAL OF THE AMERICAN MEDICAL ASSOCIATION.
“We did observe a higher risk of P-P-H-N in women that were exposed to antidepressants compared to those that weren’t. This risk increase, if present, is much more modest than several of previous studies have suggested.”
