So, how does the U-S compare to other nations? A new study examined several health care measures at the end of life for cancer patients in five European countries, Canada and the United States. 	DURING THE LAST SIX MONTHS OF LIFE, PATIENTS IN NORWAY AND CANADA HAD HIGHER HOSPITAL COSTS THAN PATIENTS IN THE U-S. THERE WAS LESS SPENDING IN GERMANY AND BELGIUM BUT THE LOWEST EXPENDITURES WERE IN THE NETHERLANDS AND ENGLAND.
THE STUDY APPEARS IN JAMA, JOURNAL OF THE AMERICAN MEDICAL ASSOCIATION.  BOTH RESEARCHERS NOTE THAT THERE ARE AREAS WHERE CARE CAN BE IMPROVED FOR U-S PATIENTS.
