il mostro is a second-generation Volvo Open 70 that was designed by Botin-Carkeek and built at Goetz Custom Boats in Bristol, Rhode Island, in conjunction with Customline Yachts. In the early morning hours on April 22, il mostro made the trip from Bristol to the Newport Shipyard, where the keel and mast were affixed to the boat. On Friday, April 25, il mostro was launched into the water for the first time; it was christened il mostro on May 12, 2008 by actress Salma Hayek in Boston Harbor.
The boat is a state-of-the-art yacht incorporating cutting-edge performance technology and a hull made from pre-impregnated (pre-preg) Carbon Fiber. Like all Volvo 70s, it’s most notable characteristic is the canting keel. il mostro is able to cant the entire keel 40 degrees out to the windward side. This produces tremendous stability, similar to the current America’s Cup class, but with a boat that weighs 10,000kg less. Stability of the boat is further enhanced by the use of composite rigging, rather than stainless steel rods, which reduces the weight of the rig and increases stability. 
il mostro’s graphic design was conceived by PUMA and was based on the look of one of PUMA’s most iconic and popular shoes called the “Mostro.” The asymmetric graphics on the boat include the red PUMA formstrip on the starboard side and a texturized red shoe strap on the port side. The sole of the shoe wraps around the bottom of the boat to give it a full 3-D visual impact when the boat is heeling. Sails are red with a giant black Leaping Cat logo that showcases an embroidered look. Each sail will be named after a famous mythic monster.
