How have you found your first season in England?
It was a huge moment for me to be signed by Chelsea, it’s a huge club and one I’m very proud to play for. The Champions League win was amazing and the buzz around the club has been exciting to see. I feel like I’ve had some good experience with the reserves this year and my goal for next season is to play in the first team and be part of the starting 11.
How do you feel ahead of this friendly with England?

We were obviously disappointed not to qualify for Euro 2012 but players within the national setup are starting to come through at the same time – the likes of Kompany, Fellaini, Hazard, and Dembele have all had great seasons and hopefully we can come together as a national team and take that form into World Cup 2014 qualifying. 
You’ve played with the likes of Frank Lampard, John Terry and Gary Cahill at Chelsea, how will you feel to play against your team mates in this match?
I’ve learnt a lot already from the likes of Frank in training and I’m disappointed for him that he will be missing out on the tournament. However, I’m looking forward to playing against my other teammates at Wembley - it should be a great occasion for both sides.
How will you approach taking on England’s defence?

I’ve trained with John and Cahill at Chelsea so I feel like I’ve got a good idea of how they play. In terms of the rest of the defence, I’m not so sure, but I’ll be looking to take them on and score some goals.
What do you think England’s chances are at Euro 2012?

I think England have a great chance at Euro 2012 – the spotlight is on other teams pre-tournament which will suit the players. The likes of Holland, Spain, and Germany will be all be strong in the tournament but all three have a lot of expectation and pressure from their fans. England have some world class players and I’ll definitely be following them during the tournament.
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
