SCRIPT:  In The Know, I’m Jake Curtis.  In 1955, Henry and Richard Bloch took a gamble on a newspaper ad offering income tax prep for $5.  That bold move launched an industry that forever changed the way Americans looked at income taxes.  Henry Bloch’s entrepreneurial spirit guided the growth of H&R Block to become the largest tax preparation firm in the world.  He became a household name, appearing in the company’s ads in the 1970s and ‘80s. 

CUT:  (Bloch) The H&R Block Guarantee – that’s number fourteen of my seventeen reasons why we should prepare your taxes.  I’m Henry Bloch and I want you to walk out of our door with total confidence.
SCRIPT:  Bloch retired from the company in 2000 to focus on his philanthropic endeavors. In 2011, Bloch and his late wife, Marion, established the Marion and Henry Bloch Family Foundation, which helps to support organizations in the Kansas City metro that focus on the Arts, Education & Healthcare.
