VO: PERFORMING C-P-R AND USING AN AUTOMATED EXTERNAL DEFIBRILLATOR CAN MEAN THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN LIFE AND DEATH. A NEW STUDY EXAMINED WHAT HAPPENS TO SURVIVAL AFTER CARDIAC ARREST IF MORE ORDINARY PEOPLE IN THE COMMUNITY AND FIRST-RESPONDERS, LIKE POLICE OFFICERS AND FIREFIGHTERS, LEARN TO USE THESE TWO INTERVENTIONS. 
“We know that the chances of survival fall about 10 percent per minute without any intervention. Any intervention is better than no intervention when a person is having a cardiac arrest.”

CAROLINA MALTA HANSEN FROM THE DUKE CLINICAL RESEARCH INSTITUTE AND CO-AUTHORS EXAMINED THE RECORDS OF NEARLY 5000 PATIENTS ACROSS 11 COUNTIES IN NORTH CAROLINA WHO EXPERIENCED A CARDIAC ARREST IN THEIR COMMUNITY FROM 2010 TO 2013. THE STUDY APPEARS IN JAMA, JOURNAL OF THE AMERICAN MEDICAL ASSOCIATION.

Patients who received bystander or first responder interventions before arrival of the EMS were more likely to survive compared to those who received EMS interventions alone.”
