VO: EMPHYSEMA IS A LUNG DISEASE THAT MAKES BREATHING VERY DIFFICULT.  PATIENTS WITH SEVERE EMPHYSEMA EXPERIENCE SHORTNESS OF BREATH AND OFTEN HAVE POOR QUALITY OF LIFE. THERE IS NO CURE AND CURRENT THERAPIES, INCLUDING LUNG REDUCTION SURGERY, CAN BE RISKY. GAËTAN (Gay-taun) DESLÉE (Des-lay) FROM THE UNIVERSITY OF REIMS, IN FRANCE, AND CO-AUTHORS EXAMINED 100 PATIENTS FROM 10 CENTERS ACROSS FRANCE. 50 PATIENTS RECEIVED THE COILS AND THE OTHER 50 JUST RECEIVED STANDARD MEDICAL TREATMENT. BOTH GROUPS WERE FOLLOWED CLOSELY AND ASSESSED AT 6 AND 12 MONTHS. THEY PARTICIPATED IN A SIX-MINUTE WALK TEST TO SEE IF THEIR BREATHING HAD IMPROVED, ALLOWING THEM TO WALK FARTHER.
