VO: WHEN A CARDIAC ARREST OCCURS OUTSIDE THE HOSPITAL, IT’S IMPORTANT FOR BYSTANDERS TO PERFORM EFFECTIVE C-P-R AS SOON AS POSSIBLE BUT THAT DOESN’T ALWAYS HAPPEN. A NEW STUDY EXAMINED WHETHER PROVIDING C-P-R INSTRUCTION OVER THE PHONE WITH THE HELP OF TRAINED 9-1-1 DISPATCHERS WOULD IMPROVE SURVIVAL RATES FOR PEOPLE WHO EXPERIENCE CARDIAC ARREST.

THEY MEASURED OUTCOMES FROM MORE THAN 23-HUNDRED OUT OF HOSPITAL CARDIAC ARRESTS DURING A THREE-YEAR PERIOD. THE STUDY APPEARS IN JAMA CARDIOLOGY.
